Envoy Application Programming Interface (API)

Overview

With Envoy software release R3.9 and later, you can access energy production data stored locally on the
Envoy. To view aggregate energy production information, use the TCP/IP based Application
Programming Interface (API).

Use the API to View Production Data

1. Open an Internet browser on a device connected to the same LAN as the Envoy.

2. In the browser address window, enter the API call location where the IP address is the IP
address displayed in the Envoy LCD screen.

API call location format:
http://{IP Address}/api/v1/production

Example:
http://10.50.60.6/api/v1/production

Response:
Data is returned in the following format:

"wattHoursToday": 15116,

}

@ sending an API call more frequently than this may not produce an updated response.
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
